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In 2003, Zack Davidson founded Everest Development Company, LLC, a retail and residential real estate development company. Davidson founded the company with the mission of identifying high-end retail and residential development and redevelopment opportunities in strategic locations across the country. Since 2003, the company has acquired properties in Dallas, Houston, Denver and Colorado Springs – all with a unique focus on delivering the complete luxury lifestyle, from distinct residential properties to high-end retail and entertainment options. 


In 2004, EDC Denver I, LLC (the general partner), broke ground on The Landmark, Denver’s premier luxury, residential, retail and entertainment development in the suburb of Greenwood Village, Colo. The Landmark’s first phase of development, totaling $270 million in construction and development costs, included two residential towers, The Landmark and The Meridian, and 185,000 square feet of high-end retail stores and entertainment venues. 

The Landmark: Luxury Living With a View

The Landmark Tower began presales in October 2005 and opened in May 2008, featuring 135 residential units on 14 floors, ranging from 800 to 2,500 square feet. Residents of The Landmark enjoy incredible amenities, such as spectacular mountain views, a rooftop spa and garden, an infinity-edge swimming pool, state-of-the-art fitness center, wine cellar, art studio, saunas and 24/7 concierge offering services from catering and event tickets to dog walking and plant care. All residential units in both towers feature the finest quality GE, Viking and Gaggenau appliances, Anderson windows, all-wood cabinetry, designer bathroom fixtures, jetted tubs, slab granite countertops, hardwood and travertine flooring, gas fireplaces, 11’ to 14’ ceilings, balconies, courtyards and rooftop decks. The average price per square foot of closed units at The Landmark is $384.59 with an average unit price of $612,759. To date, 113 units in The Landmark have been sold; four are under contract and 18 are available.


The second residential tower, The Meridian, began presales in June 2007 and opened in January 2009, featuring 141 units on 15 floors, ranging from 1,300 to 2,400 square feet. The Meridian also offers residents a wealth of luxury amenities, including 24/7 concierge service, a fifth-floor roof deck with a fire pit, garden and two fountains, a European garden-style pool and spa, fitness center with personal trainers, saunas, steam rooms, a business center with video teleconferencing, golf simulator, a private theater seating 50 people, library and a wine cellar. Currently, 26 units in The Meridian have been sold; 20 are under contract; and 95 are available. The average price per square foot sold is $427.57 with an average unit price of $777,719. 


In late 2008, Everest broke ground on the second phase of development at The Landmark – The European Village of Homes, a $280 million, 13-acre development designed as a lush European residential village that will include 216 brick and stone residences. The European Village of Homes will be located across the street from The Landmark and The Meridian and is slated for completion in summer 2010. 

The Landmark: Dining, Shopping and Entertainment


The vision for The Landmark was to create a mixed-use community combining luxury living with superior entertainment options, high-end restaurants, and retail destinations for residents. The Village Shops at The Landmark does just that. The retail development, which opened in late 2007, features 185,000 square feet of retail space and two major entertainment venues – Landmark Theaters and Comedy Works. Currently, approximately 80 percent of the retail space has been leased.


Landmark Theaters is the nation’s largest theater chain dedicated to exhibiting independent films. The theater has 1,100 seats, a members only VIP club, valet parking and reserved VIP seating. Comedy Works, The Landmark’s second major entertainment venue, presents the best in stand-up comedy and has been recognized as one of the nation’s top five comedy clubs. The 20,000 square-foot, two-floor venue includes Lucy’s, a high-end restaurant, a martini bar, two rooftop terraces and three private dining rooms. 


The Village Shops combines casual and fine dining with restaurants such as Slattery’s Irish Pub, Jing Asian Fusion, Hapa Sushi, Pizza Republica and Ted’s Montana Grill. And, residents don’t have to travel far for an afternoon of shopping at retailers including HW Home, A-Line (women’s fashions), Ella Bleu/Baby Bleu (women’s fashions), Moda (men’s fashions), Vino 100, Trouble Beauty Salon and Bloomfield Florist.
