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Armstrong returned to competitive cycling last year after a three-and-a-half-year hiatus. He finished third in the 

2009 Tour de France, an event he has won a record seven times. Nike has sold more than 70 million of its 

ubiquitous yellow LiveStrong bracelets, inspired by Armstrong, to fund cancer research. Armstrong's image has 

been all over the web in support of FRS energy drinks, which launched a $30 million ad campaign last year. 

Armstrong also sits on the board and has an equity stake in FRS.
