The impulse buy for my permanently-brooding 14-year-old two weeks ago turned out to be one of the best father-son bonding 
gifts of all time - and actually ensured that not only was a bedroom kept tidy for a week but a dishwasher was emptied without 
request. 

Strange what a yellow T-shirt can do - the twenty quid I've spent in a long time. 

But this was not just any yellow T-shirt - it was a Nike LIVESTRONG shirt - unbeknown to me, the must-have item of 
sportswear this summer. 

You see, one of the boys in his year went to the US last summer and bought one - along with some other bits and pieces - and 
his clothes have been coveted by the Year Nine boys ever since.

However, the LIVESTRONG range has only been in the UK for a month and I knew little about it. And there's another wave of 
clothing set to arrive in October. 

I should have realised what it was all about by the fact there were yellow wristbands adorning the walls of the shop - the same 
bands worn by Tour de France legend Lance Armstrong. 

The seven-time winner of the event has sold 70million of the bands, inspiring Nike to bring out the LIVESTRONG range in 
2008 and help raise around £50million for cancer charities since.

For those of you who don't know, Armstrong was diagnosed with testicular cancer - that had spread to lungs and brain - in 
1996, had surgery, chemotherapy and radiotherapy and fought back to become a cycling legend. 

Yellow bands, yellow T-shirts, yellow jerseys...that's the link.

Lance went on win the Tour de France, I went on to write about it and my son is now walking around with a swoosh on his 
chest to celebrate both facts. 

That's the best way we three can be connected he has three children, I have two and we were both told we would have none. 
He had a 40 per cent chance of survival, I had 30. He says potarto, I say potato. You get the picture. 

I just hope to earn enough cash by Christmas to complete my sports-loving son's clothing range. 

Because the aforementioned yellow T-shirt is only off marginally long enough to be washed and dried - he runs in it, plays in it,
lounges in it, 'hangs out' in it and even slept it one night. 

It ain't gonna make the New Year. I hope the trainers do...
